Royal Academy Curriculum: Understanding the Knowledge of God - Gabriel, the
Branch, and the Power of Seven Across Time

Introduction

using numbers like 777. Our chart follows Gabriel, Elohim, as angel and man, from
ancient Sumerian worship to a new dispensation in 2025.

Jeremiah 23:5: Elijah rules as King David.

Ezekiel 26: Elijah/Eliakim/David heals Israel’s land.

Mary (Luke 1:26-35): Gabriel announces Jesus’ birth.

Hebrews (Hebrews 1:4-7): Gabriel serves Elohim.

Revelation (Revelation 1:1-4): Gabriel reveals Keys, with Elijah teaching the
Key of David (Revelation 22:16).

Muhammad (Quran, Surah 2:97): Gabriel (Jibril) delivers the Quran.
Revelation 21:1: A new dispensation and holy book continue Keys.

Elohim and the Power of Seven

Elohim includes Gabriel, Jesus and anointed ones like Moses and Erick Matthew

3. Draw a Menorah with two olive trees (Gabriel, Jesus) and a crown for
Elijah/Eliakim/David. Label it “Power of Seven” and “Key of David.”

Stumper Question: Where Did Job Come From?

Here’s a challenge: Where do you
think Job came from? Job’s story (Job 1:1, from “Uz”) is pre-Israel, and he worshiped
Elohim with wisdom. Could he be from Sumer, like Abraham? Check Job 38:4-7



(creation like Genesis 1:1). Write a short answer or discuss: How might Job’s story
connect to the Power of Seven and Gabriel's Keys? Get ready for a revelation!
